10 LIFE SAVING WARNINGS:

1. Thinkirkg the air rifie is unioaded does not mean it is unloaded. if a pallet is
i the chamber and the rifle has been cocked, this rifle can be fired. Always
tremat your air rifle as if it is loaded.

2. Always point the muzzle of any air rifle in a safe direction whether the rifle is
luaded or unkiaded...

3. No hands over the muzzle | no way [ ro time / no how.

4. Orly use lead 177 pellets manufactured to indusiry standards. 1 the pellet
doasn't feed inta the chamizar, don’t force it - there is a reason - determine the
reason betore continuing.

5. Never alter your air rifle or allow anyona ot connecied with or authorized to
represent the manufacturer to modify, change, or adjust any of the working
parts of your air rifla.

&. Learn to regularly clean and ingpect your air rifle.

7. Wear eye protection whenever you shoot your rifle or when around others
using air rifles. You only get one set of pyes .

B. This air rifle is extremely powerful and is not designed for the Beginner. This
class of air rifle @ intended for use by experienced adult shooters.

9. Your air riflecan notthink. You must be alert and thoughtful 2t all imes to insure

your safety and tha safety of the people and propefty near youl... no drugs.. no
drinking... no horsa play... never shoot a pellst st water or 4 hard swrface..,

SAFETY WARNING:
Do not cock the cocking leaver more than once par trigger pull.
The reason for this waming Is so that you do not load
more than one pellet In the barrel hore at a time.

Make sure after you have cocked the cocking handle fully that you return it to
it's resting pasifion and ock it in place, failure to lock the handle could cause
a problemn if tha trigger was pulled and the cocking handle was not locked in
place, the cocking handle could swing rapidty forward when tha trigger is pulled.

HEALTH WARNING:

This air rifle fires lead patiets. Lead and lead compounds are known to the State
of Califomia fo cause cancer, birth defects and reproductie taxicity.
Discharging, handing or cleaning an air rifie may resultin lead exposure. Have
adequate vertilation at all imes. Do not put lead pellets in your mouth. Wash
handiz thoroughly after exposore.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

This is & spring-piston air rifie. ltis powered by a powerful spring in the receiver
which acts as a piston compresaing air in a chambar located behind tha
breech. The air is not comprassed until the air ffle isfired. Cocking the air rifie
compresses the spring piston and should only ke done prior to firing. Avoid
teaving the spring-piston under full compression for extended poriods.
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EXTERNAL CONTROL PARTS:

1. The THager is used for discharging the spring tension so as ta wipel the
- pellet. Mever touch or pull the triqger when the rifie is cocked and the cocking
hangdle s nol lgcked infg t's farward position. The trigaer mechanism is
adjustable, the forward screw adjusts trigger travel iength, the back screw
adjust trigger pull / weight and the screw in the trigger adjust trigger position.
Warning - Never adjust the trigger pill (o less than 32 ounces,

2. The Stock of your air nifle is two pieces and is mads from polymer, A logse
stock may cause poor accuracy. Do not over tighten the stock scraw. Maks
sure that the stock is tight to the receiver of the air rifle.

4. The Barrel of your air rifle is made of steel and has groave rifling. Newver put
the barrel in & pusition whera it could be bent or damaged. A bent barrel will
iead to accuracy problems or could even |sad to a peilet baing stuck in the
bamel. After shooting, always clean the barrel with a light oil,

5. The Sighta an your afr rifle are designed for accuracy, The front sight fs an
all metal tunnelforesight. The rear sight is all meta? with adfustment for windage
and glevation and aperture.

6. The Magazine is located in Lha upper parion of the receivar and halds five
pellets and is made of plastic

7. The Magazine Latch is located on top of thy receiver and is spring lnaded
and halds the magazine in place

8. The Loading Red is located in the back of the receiver and pushes the petlat
into the chamber.

8. The Loading Fod Latch holds the loading rod in the forward position and if
pushed disengages Ihe loading rod.

10. The Cocking Handle is Iocated on the right hand side of the rifle and is
fecked in place by the cocking handie fafch.

11. The Cocking Handle Latch is iocated on the rght hand side of the riffe in
the farward area of the recsiver and Iocks the wocking handle in the forward
POSiLion.

COCKING YOUR AIR RIFLE:

Grasp the rifle by the pistel grip or middi= forearm with your dominate hand.
Keep your fingers off the trigger and away from the breech. With Lhe barrei
painting in & safe direction, pull the cocking handla back umtil you fest a click
or hear a click sound. At this point the main spring should be compressed and
locked {your can tell that you have fully cocksd the rifle when the arm s no
longer under spring pressure). Keep your fingers away from the trigger and
breach at all imes when cocking the air rifle, Do not pull past tha click sound
and nevar uee excessive force when cocking the air rifte. Qnge the
cocking handle is cocked return It torward and lock It in the cocking
handla |ocking mechanism,




LOADING YOUR AR RIFLE:

A) Make sure that the air rifie is pointed in a safe direction

B) Make sure that the mechanism is not cocked. f the mschanism is cocked,
we suggest you a) Make sure the cocking handle is in the forward locked
position by) The rifie is pointed in 2 safa direction ¢} Fire the air rifle by pulling the
trigger. The purposa of this step is to insure that you do have & cocked air rifle
and a pellet in the chamber,

With the barret poirted in a safe direction and the eocking handle in the forward
iocked position, joad the magazine with five pellets {One in gach holding
position and make sure the pellet skirt is flush with the magazine face. If the
pelled is not fully seated, it will be deformed when the handle is cocked and will
not be accurats when shot} Insert the maqgazine into e breach loeding
position (kft to right with the index teath up) insert the magazing until it is flush
with the right side of the rifie. You may now cock the rifle by wniocking the
cocking handle and pulling it koward the rear. As you pullthe handie to the rear,
the magazing should index 1o the first position aligning the first pelkst with the
barmrel chamber.

FIRING THE AIR RIFLE:

Aftar completing the above loading stap make sure that the rifle is poirted at
what you intsnd to shoot and slowly pull the trigger to the rear. The Hfie wil
discharge and the pellet will be expelled from the barrel. It you wish to fire
another pellet uniatch the cocking handle and cock the rifla, see cacking
instructions, When you cock the rifla the magazine will index 16 the next pellet,
a pellet will be inserted into the chamber and the piston spring will be
compressed. Make surethe rifle is pointed at what you wishio shoot and slowly
pull the frigger. Continue this procedure until all five peliets have be fired.

REMOVING THE MAGAZINE FROM THE RIFLE:

With the barrel pointed in a safe direction and the cocking handiein thve forward
locked position and hands and fingers away from the trigger: A) Press tha
Loading Fod Latch and move the loading red to the rear B) Press tha Magazine
Dietent latch with one hand and cover the magazine with the other hand
{Waming the magazing is under spring kensicn and may fiy out with forca if it is
not covered by your hand when the Magazine Delent is pressed) ) Bemove
the magazine by hand with a right to left hand motion. :

UN-COCKING YOUR AIR RIFLE:

JEYOU ¢ R AIR RIFLE AND LOADED A PELLE] we
sugges you fire the pellet out of the barrel in & safe direction...thus we do not
suggest that you un-cock this air rifle.

Cautlon: Linless absolutely necessary do not shoot a spring-piston air rifle
without a lead pellett Firing the air rifla without a pellel allows the piston/
cylinder to slam against the front of the air compression chamber. The
rasistance of the pellet creates a cushion of air for the piston.  Never fire
damaged or used pallots.
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Caution: Use only factory new lead air rifle pallets. Use wnly the carrect size
pellets {177 caliberl. Do not use stasl shot or darts which may darnage the
tified bore and which cause greater re-bound and ricachet,

Note: It iz a violation of federal law to ship a loaded weapon.

Leam how to handly, load, unload, operate, fire and cars for wour gir rifle.

NEVER PLAY with your air rifla. ltis a potentially dangerous weapon that can
cause serious personal injury or death.

Abways keep the gir rifle pointed in a safe direction. NEVER point any weapon
{lvaded or unloaded) at any person or anything you do ngt intend o shoot.
Always keep your air rifle unloaded until ready {o fire and make sure that it is
urigaded before cleaning,

Kaep your finger OFF the trigger until you are actually aiming at the target and
reacty to shoot.

Mever rely on a air rifle’s “safety” to prolect you from unsafe handling. A safety
is only a mechanical device, nat & substitute for commeon sense and good
safety procedures.

Mever lpave a air riffe unattended or where it could fall and fire,

tf an air rifle ig hit sharply or dropped, damage to the intermal precision
mecharism may result and consequently an accidental firing.

Store air rifles and pellets separaiely bayond the reach of chlidren. Make sure
the air rifle and lsad pellets are propery locked and secured so children and
un- trained individuals will be denied access,

Test your air rifle's oparation OMLY &t a shooting location white the rifte barrel
is pointed in a safe direction,

Know your target and whiat is beyond. Ask yoursslf what your pedlet will hit if it
misses the target or passes through Lhe intended target, Hememiber, a fred
pellet can fravel over 460 yards (including a ricochet).

Never pull an air rifie toward you by the muzzie. Dentolimb a tree, cross a ditch
or fance with a loadad air rifle.

Do NOT leave your air rifle COCKED for lang periaes of time or store it COCKED.,
Abways ampty air rifies before entering a house, car, truck, boat, RY, camp or
any building,

When receiving a air rifte, always open the action and make sure it is unloaded.
NEVER accept anyone's word that an air rifle is "unloadad” or "emply”. Yol

should also inspect it by passing a cieaning rod through tha bore to make sure
it is chear.




Avoid axposurg to lead by firing whera thare is adequate ventilation. After
sdeaning your air rifie andfor handling lsad pellets, wash your hands.

Keep air rifles unloaded when not actually in use. Load tne air rifle only when
preparing to fire,

Mever fire a pellst to clear a barrel,
ALWAYS WEAR protactive shooting glasses when firing air rifles.

Mever drop your air rifle. if you do drop it, urlgad It and check it for proper
function tefore using It again.

Dran't alter or modify your air rfle.

Do not remove any intermal safety or safety device on the air rifle. Salety
mechanisms are desigred to protect you from injury of desth,

Do maintain and keep your aif rifle clean. Keepina dry place away from other
metals and waier. K yaur air rifie shows sign of camosion orimproper operation,
have it serviced by a compstent gunsmith.

Keep the muezie pointed in a sate direction when loading and unlcading your
air rifle. Newver point the muzzle at any persen or any animel,

Never shoot at hard flat surfaces or water....bullets Acochet.

Never let water, snaw, mug or other material enter the barrel. Keep the barrel
free of any obstruction.

Use only the comect size Isad pellets far your air rifle. Do NCT use sieel shot
or darts.

Teach children NOT ta touch an air rifle or pellets.

Remermber an air rifle bas the capability of taking your lite or the |ife of someone
eise. B caraful with your air rifle -- an accident is almosi always the résullt of not
following basic safety rules.

WHRITE US concerning any ilems or circurnstances which you don't understand
and whizh might refate 10 your safety and the pperation of your air rfle.

CARE AND CLEANING:
Cautlon: make surg the air rifte is unloaded before cieaning (follow un-cocking
instructions to insure air rifla is not cacked and loaded)

Cautton: in lubricating the air compression chamber, use only 2 special
lubricant with a high flash point de- signed specifically for use ingide ot an air
compression chamber

{A) To lubricate the air compression chamber and air compression seal, follow
socking instructions and cock the ar rifle, Put a faw drops of special light of
into the vert hole that leads into the compression chamber. Nowr cock @ Un-
cock the fifle in several different angles so the oil spreads around the piston
shamber. Do rot over cil fno more than 3 ar 4 drops on each lubricaticn). The
air rifle chamber should be oiled every 500 pallets.
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(B) In orgler to lubncate the mainspring, you must first remave the stock,
Turn the action aver and apply § to 10 drops af a light ail directly onto the
spring. Reattach the stock and cock and un-cock in diferent positiong s as
to spread the cil around the spring. The main spring should be wiled avery
2,000 1o 3,000 peilets ot every six months, The cacking lever linkage and
barrel pivat points should be very lightly oiled every six months.

Cautlon: it is better to under lubricate than ta over lubricata. Cver lubrigation
will void your warranty. Do not usa firearm cleaners or low flagh point oils in the
air compression chamber and near the vent and breech seal az this will cause
dieseling and damage the seal,

Caution: only a competent gun smith should dissamble the rifle far further
tleaning or maintenance.

LIMITED REPAIR WARRANTY

defects in metal parts. All metal parts and labor or replacement Bt our option
ara covered.

Parts and labor to repair mainsprings, seals and stock will be provided
for D0 days from tha verified purchase date.

Transgoration (o and from our repait facilitias, governmental fees,
damage caused by failure to perform normal maintenance, sales outside the
United States, damage due to non factory lead pellets, steel shot or derls, or
any unautharized repair, madification, misuse, abuse, or alteration of the
product is not covered by this Limited Repair Warranty.

Any impilied warranties, ingluding the implied warrartios of
rmerchantability and fitness for a particular purpose, are limited ta 90 Days from
date of original retail purchase. Conseguential or incidental damages and/or
EXPEnses, Of any other expenses are not covered by this watranty.
