Trigges adfusimenia: The Trigger is two slage. The first stage, considered by European
zhoolers as a safaty fealure, consists ol a fairly long slack phase — sometimas mistakenly
ientiled by American shooters as "creep.” The second slage is lhe actual trigger pull. Tha
basic adjusiment ls made by the factory using screw 52 (Flg. A} DO HOT ADJUST
THES SCREW! & musl be adjusted only by the factocy ar a Tactory-authorized servica
sistion. Impropsr adjustimen] may cous+ tha gun to fire whan snapped shui. Fine
adustnents can be made simply by nsarling a serewdriver Inrough tha hode in the lrgger
guard and huming screw S1a behind the trigger. Countar-dockwise ums produce a lighter
pull. Adwistmenis balow abo 14 oz, pull are not recommended. Clockwise rns produce a
hewavier pull. Excasaive fubrication and all molybdenum disulphide ubricants shoukd e kep
ofl the Irigger sears. NOTE: Pleate use care when replacing the Irigger guard;
ovartighlening the rear Ingger quard screw may make il impossible to relensa tha Ingger.

Uncocking tha guin: The HW 97 cannot e uneecked Tha rills Gan only b “ungocked” by
simply loading and tinng o in @ sale direclion, of put ithe muozzle o an unleaded gun
againsl a carpoled Hooe of oiher soft matenal and pull The Ingger. Mota: nevir dry-tire 8
spring-piston avgun. Wilhout a pellet to create a cushion af back pressure, tha piston will
slam agains! 1he chamber wall. Aepealed dry bring will eventually damage the pislon
machanism. Allowing the cocking laver 1o slam back inla ne closed posilicn can cause
personal injury &5 weli as darnage the airgun.

To unlaad tha gun, il is bast 1o Gré b in a safe direction. I that cannol be dons, spon the
acten and remove the pellet lrom the chamber. The pedel can somelimes be caused o
drog oul by pointing he gun siraighl up and hiling the side of the chambear area with the
heal of your hand. Or 1he pellat may easity ba remowed by pushing il ool with a cleanng rgd
{or other rod) down the barret om Ihe muzzle end. Bo sure the pellel felkls dear of 1ha gun
and then chosa the action and dry-Ive (he gun while linrdy helding the muzzle against a
resilen! pad ar carpead oo,

Lubrication: Before lubricating any gun, be sure tha chambar and barral are clear of
any obkilructians and Lthal R is nol lnadad. The two main arsas bor lubrcalion are 1he
compression chamber ahead of the msion seal and {he spring chamder which contains the
mainspnng {pago 9 ol “Pellets & Pislons” booklel). Use Beoman Chamber il lor The
compression chamber, Use Baeman Sprng O lor e mamgprng only. Pebolsum based
oils, regular gun cils, and mast cther lvbncants may cause injury 1o the miemal seals and
possibdy dangarous detonalon upon comprassicn during hnng.

To jubricale the comprassion chamber, cock the gun 52 (hat o 15 lully openad &5 lor
lvading Keep your Ingers and all other obgpots away from the tngger during this operatian
Sorew a lleable qiling naedle onlo the spout ol your ol bottke aler cutting off Ihe vary ol
thal spout. Squeaze a lew drops onle a piece of paper to get the leel necessany 1o relaasa
one drap of oil, Mow insart the oiling needle into the small venl hola, deeg nilo the
compression chamber, as shown in Fig. . Because Ihe compression chambar moves 1o
Ihe rear wills Ihe pislon during cocking, the cocking lever musi ba partially closed. Insert 2
o 3 drops ol ol and remove Ihe neadle. Now cock and uncock IRe gun in several posions
10 cause the piskon seal 0 spread oil around the compression chamber, The Ccomgrassion
chamber should be lubvicaled whengvar the pision sgal can ba heard o “sqlaak® during
tocking — Never mare than once evary 500 o sa shots. To ibricale e mainspding, it i
necessany to ramowa Lhe bareled aclion Irom the siock. This is simply dora by ramaoving
1he two lorearm screws arkt two oigger quard screws wilh a screwdiver, Do nol ever pal
Ihe compression tube [recerver) of this gun in a wice. Whan the acllon and stock are
separaled, lurn the achon over, A porkion ol the mainspring will be visible shiough e Siof
at Ihe base of tha underkever. Tha mainspring is easily fubcated by mserting & long oding
neadie through The siol, and squeazing & to 10 dmops of Beaman Spring Oif onto vanows
poinis ol the spring. BOTE: do not disassembie the aclon 10 exposa The spring any luriher.
It is nol necessary for proper bncation. See CAUTION lor funher indarmalion. Aler
appiying Spring Oit, raassemble aclion and skock and then cock and wncock the gun n

Accuracy Frablems: Ocrasional poor accuracy is almost always doe 1o

1. Dirty bore: Mos! accuracy complaints are dug (o a dirty bewa. This is especialy irue of
rgw guns o Ihega which have baen recanily lubvicaled or Super Tuned, This is due 1o
axcass Wwbncanl baing bumed ol andfor thrown indo the bore of Ihe barel. Use Beaman
Cleaner{regraases which will nod allack air seals or stock linish. Clean from tha muzzle
ol wilh a caralully wipad red. Use Beeman Cuick Cleaning Peliels between regukar
claanings.

2. Loose slock screws: Even ona-fourth of a lum can ncrease group size by as much as
Ihrea nches al 25 yards. Be sure lo lighlen all ot thase scrgws vary well with a
proper gqunsnith screwdriver. Excassive vibration of the gun may oosen these scrows,
this can bhg curgd by applying a very mild grade of Loc-Tie o0 ihe screw threads and'or by
eliminaling the cause of axcessive vibwation. Do nol duarighten nisar trigoer fuand stigw.

3. Onier or urwbst lubricatlon and lack o break-in: Senous accuracy testing cannot be
rarksd (it wilh @ maw spring-pisten angun LAl il has lirad encugh imes 1o smeotn oul
the piston achon—erarally aboul 500 shots, U the gun was well lubricaled ai the
beginning of this sares ol shols, this senes will alse causa Iha reroval ol any eaccess
lumicalion. Venical displacemen] ol shols is usually due 1o 2 blowing by an
inadeguately jubncated praion seal, encessive lubricalion being burned oft by
oecasional dieseling aclicn, or irregular pellels.

This may be dus Lo excessive lorce In handling Ihe gun, unseen intarmal mjury lo
the Gun's mechanism, excessive lubrication and/or mproper or unaulnorizad adjusimants,
usa bl unauthodzed parts, impact 1o the gun, faully paris or assambty, etc.

Ba sure your Qun & unlaaded when crossing a fence, sirBam, or other barriar; leHing go ol &
for any reason, pulling il away, of alowing anclher person 1o hardie it, enlaring a houss of
vehigls, sic. The only sure way 1o be sura that your gun is nol kaded |s Lo look up Ihe bove
or 1o pass an obect all tha way through the bore. A projaclile or cbslruction could be
presant armywhara in the bove. IF your gun ls 2 barrel-coching gun, simply opan tha barrel
slighlly and 0ok down Ihe bore Iram Lhe rear. YOU MUSY BE ABLE TO SEE ALL THE
WAT THROWGH THE BORE TO CONSIDER T CLEAR. |l your gun has a breach block
ateangement (piher than lap foader) that makes il diicuil 1o 1ook down the bamal directly
{rom e rear, you should use A smal mimor oF pass a llaxibla or righd cleaning md, of
similar Ihn rod of materkal That will net harmn the bore, all tha way Ibrough tha boré ba
detammine il il 5 claar, Drogpang a toothpick or malch all the way through Ihe bore is
annthar way 1o see il Ihe barre is clear.

H your gun doas nol ga ofl whan you expec i 1o (L.e. when you pull the Irigger all or pan al
Lha way) assume Lhat the tigger or sear mechanism is fung . Any gun can ba exiremely
dangarous in Ihis condgiticn, 50 opan &k carefully while being sura thal the muzzie is poinied
oul of hamn's way. Sajely unlaad the gun and da not usa il umil the unicaded gun has been
carstully checked by a qualilied akgunsmith,

You should have & proger deaning rod bath for the sbove safety checks ar] kb inswa best
accuracy. A cheaning rod may alsa be used 1o dear a projeciile of other obsiruction oul of the
barrsl, Never Sira 1 projecile 1o ciear a barredl Such an action will only make lhe problem
worss and may be dangerous. Your gun should be safety kecked up when notin usa.

This aurgun and its ammonhion should ba securely slored 5o that they cannot be handled by
childiren or unauihonzed pasons,
